Firms are expected to visit the library prior to submission and are asked to provide the following:  A statement on future trends in library buildings; a statement of their impressions of the current library; a statement of their impressions on the suitability of the available site for future expansion of the library; a statement on cost-effectiveness of sustainable design and LEED certification.

As required by Ohio Revised Code 153.65-71, responding firms will be evaluated and ranked in order of their qualifications.  The Bellevue Public Library Board of Trustees will enter into contract negotiations with the most highly qualified firm that meets the library’s needs.
